'due those who have worked 
tirelessly to master the intricate 
steps and the involved move 
ments of the various dances and 
to the ballet master who ha: 
accomplished so much in so short 
a time. 

From beginning to end of tht 
performance the stage was : 
riot of color, with the ‚ñà} 
costumes, many of them heavj 
with embroideries. Some of tht 
costumes were those of tht 
peasantry of the Ukraine. Othe 
dancers were garbed in thi 
costumes of the tierce Cossack 
or of guardsmen. The costumes 
of tiie children were replica: 
those of thtgir elders, and in pro 
ficiency the young folks shared 
full honors with the adults. 

Variety and color, spirit an. 
verve marked the entire prograrr 
The folk music which ac 
companies the dances has a puls-
iAg rhythm and a wildness and 
dash which proclaim it a creation 
of wind-swept steppes and of 
Hie hearts of a cheerful, indomit 
able people. As the orchestra 
played one national dance 
another was portrayed, in solo, 
large and small groups and by thi 
ensembf. At time the stirring 
tempo made it difficult to folio 
the movements of the flashing 
feet. 

Among the dances which 
caught the fancy of the audience 
were the "Kolomeyka, 
"Wind Blowing Dance, 
"Cossatchok" try two Amsterdam 

children, the "Hopack" by a pah 
of children of this city, "Arkan," 
"Hayevka," an Easter play dance,

"Cossatchok Podelsky" danced
