Report of the UNA President
Ulana Diachuk

This is the second year the General Assembly
is meeting in November. For the record, the
majority of our reports are rendered for the full
year 1996 and for the first nine months of 1997,

In 1997 many representatives of Ukrainian
organizations in the diaspora congregated in
Kyiv-for the second time since Ukraine became
independent for the Second World Forum of
Ukrainians.

All shortcomings aside, this large meeting of
Ukrmmans from many continents permmed the
and to become
with the ]eaders of many diverse orgamzauons
and to learn from them first hand about their prob-
lems and needs, their successes and failures. The
UNA was represented at that Forum by Walter
Sochan honorary member of the General

Assembly.

This year Ukrainians are also commemorat-
ing the 50th anniversary of the Akcia Wisla, the tragic forceful
expulsion of Ukrainians in Poland from their ancestral lands in
Lemkivschyna accompanied by many atrocities and killing of
thousands of innocent Ukrainians.

Ukrainians in Poland have prepared a publication dedicated to
this tragic event in the history of Ukrainians in that country. Our
association has donated $5,000 from the Buchynsky Fund to
make that publication possible.

Membership Drive Results for 1996

In 1996 581 policies were generated by 213 organizers,
Branch secretaries and some individual members. The insurance
coverage provided by the UNA was $3,694,000.

In the U.S., our professional agents and secretaries with profes-
sional agents’ licenses (not to be confused with a fraternal
license) sold 148 policies for $6,235,011 of insurance coverage,
and 137 annuities amounting to $270,352. In Canada, our 14 pro-
fessional agents sold 130 policies with a face value of $8,073,561.

Our most successful branch organizers were: M. Pylypiak, Br.
496, with 47 new certificates; and E. Oscislawski, Br. 234, and
L. Staruch, Br. 172, (both also Branch secretaries) each with 25
new policies. We wish to congratulate these organizers on their
major successes and thank them for their many efforts during the
last year as well as in prior years.

The annual organizing quota for 1996 was set at 2,220 new
members. It was attained only to the extent of 39%. The average
policy face value was $20,958.

Among UNA Districts, Newark attained first place by fulfill-
ing its quota by 95%, second place was taken by the Passaic
District (which merged into North Jersey District). Albany,
Detroit districts, met their quotas 56% and 50% levels respec-
tively.

The number of branches decreased to 296 from 331 due to the
mergers of smaller and weaker ones into stronger branches, or
because of the deaths or illnesses of secretaries who failed to
select an assistant secretary in due time.

Membership Drive as of September 97

The 1997 annual membership quota was set at 1250 new poli-
cies. In the first nine months, Branch organizers and professional
agents in the U.S. and Canada produced 644 policies with
$18,854,000 in face value. These results compare with last year’s
as follows: one more policy and $5 million more in coverage
were sold. The average death benefit of policies went up to
almost $30,000 from $21,500.

In Canada, the professional sales department’s results were:
133 polices with $11,609,511 of face value. The 1996 results
were 65 policies with $3,374,053 in face value.

In the U.S., the professional sales department, including secre-
taries with professional licenses, generated 120 policies with
almost $4 million. These results compare with 122 policies for
$5.5 million of coverage produced in 1996.

Insurance Sales Results in Canada

In 1996 the sale of old products was below the projected level
by 19 applications and $83,000 in face amount.

The sale of new products exceeded the projected number by
13 applications, $357,000 in face amount and $3,075 in annual
premiums. In 1996 the general agency results were close to pro-
jected figures: 4 more policies were sold, but for almost
$800,000 less in the face amount of life insurance coverage. The
general agency generated $26,585 in overrides paid to the UNA.

The 1997 nine-month results show 126 policies sold for a face
amount of $14,782,534 and $58,399 in annual premiums. In
comparison, 69 policies for $4,895,223 in face amount and
$25,823 in annual premiums were sold the year before.

Projected expenses of $1,592,000 were higher by $40,598.
The deficit covered by the UNA amounted to $273,302 on a cash
basis, and $489,521 on an accrual basis. During 1996 Svoboda
lost 1,151 subscribers and The Ukrainian Weekly 1,192 sub-
scribers. This significant drop in the number of subscribers does
not bode well for the future income of our publishing house. A
drop in readership was expected when the subscription was
raised in 1995 but not to the extent experienced especially not in
the readership of The Ukrainian Weekly.

Report for 1997 (nine months)

The nine-month income of the publishing house was down by
$193,114 in comparison with the income of last year. As a result
of the drop in circulation income from subscriptions decreased
by $121,277. Advertising income was down by $7,295 and print-
ing income by $3,119.

The nine-month expenses of $1,127,135 were lower than last
year by $66,567. Due to the smaller number of subscribers the cost
of mailing was down by $32,133, and the cost of paper by $6,453.

The 1996 publishing house deficit amounted to $152,897.
This year it is up to $230,102. In 1996 the UNA had advanced
the sum of $212,329, this year its support has increased to
$264,049. All figures are quoted on a cash basis, not taking into
account employee benefits.

Poll of Svoboda Subscribers

We published an appeal to Svoboda subscribers soliciting
their views as to the possible twice weekly mailing of the daily,
since outside of the Jersey City area, the newspaper is delivered *
to subscriber only twice or once a week.

To our surprise 782, or 10 percent of subscribers responded,
of which 726 approved twices a week mailing, 38 insisted on
delivery five times a week, 12 subscribers suggested mailing
once a week and six were willing to pay higher subscription fees
in order to retain the daily delivery. The outcome of the solicita-
tion was published in the newspaper.

TOM-A-HAWK Productions

In order to increase our advertising revenue and following the
directives of the General Assembly, we hired the firm TOM-A-
HANK Productions, (owner Tom Hawrylko) of Clifton, N.J. to
solicit new advertising primarily for The Ukrainian Weekly, and
if possible for Svoboda, and to market our publications. Progress
is slow. His effort are not always appreciated by the various per-
sons responsible for placing the ads in our newspapers.

Svoboda Report — Postal route increase

The possibility of another increase in postal rates is on the
horizon. On July 1 US Postal Service announced that it is plan-
ning to raise postal rates an average 4.5% next year. What the
impact of that increase will be an our publications is not yet
known. What is known is that bulk advertising mail — particular-
ly when it is bar-coded, presorted, and destined for every address
— would continue to receive large discounts under the proposed
raies. Newspapers and magazines wouid be subject 10 a wide
range of rate increases depending on the degree of mail prepara-
tion and a number of other factors which were not disclosed.

Our newspapers, being thin, have not passed the so called
“rigidity test” and as a result cannot be read by the machines that
sort them by bar-code.

Soyuzivka UNA Estate Financial Report for 1996

Total income for 1996 was $1,146,997, showing an increase of
$35,089 from the prior year. The net income for 1996 was only
$996,807 after deducting the sales tax ($65,929) and gratuities
($84,261). The net income from the hotel business in 1995 was
$964,762, or less by $32,045. The income generated by room
rental, food service and all camps amounted to $723,232. Bar
income was $166,157; gift shop generated, $60,637; snack bar,
$63,566; and gratuities, sales taxes and miscellaneous refunds
another $133,405.

The UNA Estate's 1996 expenses totaled $1,546,894 Hotel
expenses alone amounted to $1,332,080, less sales tax ($65,319)
gratuities ($80,580) capital expenses ($27,899) and furniture and
equipment ($41,015). The 1995 hotel expenses were $1,265,141.

The UNA had loaned the estate the sum of $157,000 and paid
another $464,802 for salaries and payroll taxes for a total
advance of $621,802. That sum was decreased by a refund from
the estate in the amount of $157,000 to $464,802. Due to the fact
that the UNA had also advanced employee benefits in the
amount of $89,669.36, the net loss on operating the estate was in
the amount of $554,471.36.

Due to the lowering of the assessment on our property, real
estate and school taxes were decreased by almost $15,000.

During 1996 the Estate hosted 13 weddings plus many
reunions and parties.

Soyuzivka nine-month report for 1997

The total nine-month hotel income in 1997 was $866,640 not
including gratuities ($72,196) and sales tax ($59,827). After the
first nine months of last year the hotel income was $820,967.
Thus, our income is higher this year by $46,000.

In the hotel expense column we see a total of $944,847,
salaries and payroll taxes paid were $400,093 and the repayment
of the UNA’s loan amounted to $205,000.

Total disbursements amounted to $1,344,940, increasing by
$28,044 from the prior year.

The 1996 rental income of $3,254,385 showed a decrease of
$73,155, or 2 percent. Parking income dropped to $76,340 from
$92,865, or by 18 percent. Both decreases were due to a high
degree of llected rents during the year.

All other accounts were below
last year’s. Real estate and school taxes decreased once again to
the sum of $56,226 from $100,909 in 1995. Salaries and taxes
increased by $12,00 due to an additional pay-period in 1997 and
higher minimum wage.

The Estate was directed to be on a very strict budget all across
the board. All maintenance is being deferred to the next year.

In the winter months, February through April 1997, the Estate
had operated a restaurant in the Main House lobby. Considering
that it was our first season, it was moderately successful. The net
income was $1,000 after paying all expenses.

Our youth camps were once again very popular, filled by chil-
dren of all ages up to the permitted number of participants set by
Health Department regulations.

My sincere thanks go out to the tennis camp director Messrs.
Zenon Snylyk and George Sawchak for their long time efforts to
instill in our youth a love for tennis and also the discipline it

The operating expenses of $4,525,080 showed an increase of
$456,945, or 11.23 percent. Heating and air conditioning mainte-
nance expenses increased by $70,000, or by 93 percent due to
necessary repairs performed on the heating and cooling system
of the building, which over time suffered blockage and prevented
proper functioning.

Maintenance and supplies expenses of $191,845 increased by
$97,404 or by 103 percent, as many areas of the building were
being cleaned, painted and repaired in preparation for its sale.

Real estate taxes increased by almost $93,000, as did water and
sewer charges, which doubled to $51,772. The cost of utilities in
the amount of $938,071 increased by $41,000 or 4.6 percent.

Elevator and maintenance costs increased by 19 percent. As a
result of lower income and higher operating expenses, the corpo-
ration sustained a loss of $1,142,923.

In order to reduce the UNA loan to the building corporation, the
corporation offset the mortgage balance by the existing deficit
investment in the corporation, leasing the loan’s net balance at
$7,163,052. This accounting transaction was done because the
New Jersey Insurance Department threatened to non-admit the
total loan amounting to over $13 million. Notes payable to UNA
members decreased by $333,634 and totaled $5,959,209.

Nine-month 1997 IINT/R Carp. Financial Renart

The nine-month statement shows income and expenses of both
properties for the period of January 1 to August 14 for the Jersey
City property and the rentals and expenses for the month of
September for the Parsippany property.

Parsippany rent collection was $24,731, and net expenses
were $1,191.27. The Jersey City rent of $2,483,934 showed an
increase of $69,544, or 3 percent. The previous year’s expenses
recovered in the sum of $279,668. The total income of the corpo-
ration was $2,815,538, showing an increase of $294,195, mainly
due to the prior year expense recovery. Other income of the cor-
poration was a gain on sale of building of $5,035,761.

A comparison of the nine-month operating expenses is com-
plicated by the fact that in 1997 after the sale of the Jersey City
building we have taken proportionate depreciation, paid interest
to the UNA for its loan and allocated a sum for accrued insur-
ance premium. After deducting these expenses, amounting to
$649,044, from the 1997 total expenses, the net expenses of
$1,928,476 when compared to last year’s expenses show a
$242,432 decrease.

The corporation had a net income of $5,302,375.

Sale of UNUR Corp Building at 30 Montgomery St., Jersey
City, N.J.

The General Assembly at its meeting in May 1995 made a
decision to sell the property at 30 Montgomery St., Jersey City,
N.J., for the highest amount offered.

The Executive Committee tried at first to market the building
without the help of a real estate firm. No serious offers were
forthcoming and an exclusive contract was signed with Cushman
and Wakefield. After many months of preparation and data col-
lection, the presentation book was pubhshed and marketed to over
100 i and realty hout the U.S. at the
end of January 1997. By the end of March Cushman & Wakefield
submitted 15 offers between $17,000,000 and $20,250,000. On
April 7 and 8, members of the Executive Committee interviewed
representatives of the eight highest bidders after which they were
asked to re-submit their highest bids of $20 million dollars and
higher by the close of business on April 10. There were three
acceptable participants who bid over $21 million:

Denholtz Associates, $21,200,000; The Arden Group, Inc.
$21,100,013; Blumberg and Freilich Equities $21,005,100.

All three highest bidders had a good understanding of the asset
and capital ($2 million to $3 million) required to invest in improve-
ments in the building as well as the need to spend an additional
substantial amount to re-lease the UNA occupied space and other
space which became available (75,000 square feet). Cushman &
‘Wakefield recommended that the UNA select Denholtz Associates
as the purchaser of the property not only because of the highest
amount offered but also because they offered the highest deposit
($1 million), r.hey were flexible as to UNA’s occupancy in the
bu\ldmg and pnor to mak.mg their final offer, they already had
I portion of the due diligence.

the Board of Directors of the UNUR Corp. to sell the property to
Denholtz Associates of Rahway, N.J., for the sum of
$21,200,000. Should the buyer encounter any difficulties in clos-
ing the purchase, the committee recommended that the next
highest bidders be selected: Blumberg & Freilich Equities
($21,005,100) and the Arden Group (521 100,013). Our attorney

bmitted for the bers’ review last version of the
proposed agreement of sale. Treasurer Alexander Blahitka was
directed to verify all deli rents and to collec-
tion of same.

On Monday, April 21 the decision of the Special Committee
was communicated to Cushman & Wakefield.

The buyer immediately commenced the completion of his due
diligence. The agreement of sale was signed on May 16, 1997,
and the closing date was set for July 31, 1997. Because of some

the buyer had d with his lending institution,
the closing date was postponed to August 14, 1997.

Purchase of new home office building at 2200 Route 10,
Parsippany, N.J.

The Executive Committee spent an inordinate amount of time
looking for a new building for the UNA to purchase. After many
trips with Cushman & Wakefield representatives we had selected
just a few for our Special Committee to consider. All fairly new
large buildings were eliminated because of their size. Our priori-
ties for the new Home Office were: proximity to public trans-
portation, an area of not more than 60,000 square feet, (prefer-
ably less), a fairly modern building and available space to
accommodate the needs of the UNA.

As time went on and our own building was not sold the prices
of buildings started to rise — some even doubled within a few
months. Buildings that had been on the market for five or six
years were being sold at higher and higher prices. At the meeting
of the UNA Special Committee held on April 19, the committee
members had a chance to inspect the property at 2200 Route 10,
reviewed the financial analysis prepared by Cushman &
Wakefield, and an option to lease space for UNA needs with
ability to purchase.

The Special Committee members expressed their view that the
location of the considered property is good and the property is
suitable for the UNA Home Office but they disapproved of the
proposed structuring of the purchase price. The committee autho-
rized the Executive Committee to continue purchase negotiations
and to offer up to $80 per square foot. On April 23 your presi-
dent informed the Special Committee members that after many
hours of deliberation and consultations we agreed to sign a lease
with an option to buy. The lease was to commence on September
1, 1997. The purchase price of the property was $75 per square
foot, or $4,931,250 plus $300,000 for commenced renovations
including ADA requirements.

The total purchase price is $5,231,250, or $79.56 per square
foo! and the UNA would pay for its build-out. All Special

d the p of the property at
2200 Route 10, Parslppany at the above terms. The agreement of
sale and purchase was executed on May 6, 1997, and the closing
took place on August 28, 1997.

Your president uied 10 keep the wewvers of boib the General
Assembly members and the Special Committee abreast of ali
developments.

Merger with UFA and UNAAA

For most of the past year, our merger talks were almost sus-
pended. The New Jersey Insurance Department has indicated to
us in so many ways that only after the building at 30
Montgomery St. is sold will any mergers be approved.

Only in September 1997 did our Special Merger Committee
meet with the representatives of UFA at Verkhovyna at which
time our previous d merger was di d and
possible new terms proposed. Our attorney Nestor Olesnycky
was authorized to prepare a new merger agreement based on that
meeting. We had an exchange of letters to clarify some items in
the agreement.

In April, 1997 UNAAA Vice-President Peter Paluch attended,
with a UNA delegation, a meeting at the New Jersey Insurance
Department at which time he informed the Department that the
merger agreement must be completed by year’s end or his soci-
ety will be forced to seek another partner.

The UNAAA'’s attorney, Keron Balaban and our attorney are
preparing a merger agreement.

Toronto Convention Committee

In April of 1997 a Convention Committee was formed in
Toronto. Its task will be to plan a concert for our convention del-
egates in May 1998, to engage artists to perform at the banquet,
to invite local dignitaries to the convention as well as to solicit
advertising for our convention book.

The Rev. Dr. Myron Stasiw, UNA advisor, was elected to
head the committee. Ivan Shlapak is the committee’s secretary
and Roman Benesh is the treasurer. The Press Committee is
headed by Honorary Member of the General Assembly Wasyl
Didiuk, the Concert Committee by Yaroslava Zorych, the
Banquet Committee by Anna Burij, and the Information
Committee by Stepan Chornij. The committee heads will invite
other UNAers and community members to join their committees.

Sexual Harassment Complaint against Zenon Snylyk and the
UNA

On April 30, 1997, the Division of Civil Rights of the
Department of the Law and Public Safety notified the UNA of its
final order and summary of the investigation conducted in the
above case.

The Department did not find sufficient facts to credit the alle-
gations of the complaint, and closed the file. On May 28 the
Equal Employment Opportunity Commission notified the UNA
that it has adopted the above given decision made by the Division
of Civil Rights of Department of Law and Public Safety. Several
weeks later we received a letter from D. Rigalska attorney
Roberta L. Tarhun with a Notice of Motion for Reconsideration.
It is our understanding that it will take another several months for
the Division of Civil Rights to make a determination.

Summer Institute 1997 Luhansk

60 teacher-participants from most of the pedagogical institutes
in Ukraine participated in a two week program held in Luhansk.

After completion of the 2-week program a permanent resource
center is established in that city. As a result of this program such
centers have been established in Kyiv, Vinnytsia, Kharkiv, Lutsk
and Luhansk. These language centers can be utilized throughout
the year by other language teachers.

UNA Financial Committee

The UNA Financial Committee:

* held meetings on an almost monthly basis, reviewing our
investments in stocks and bonds, and setting parameters for the
next 30 days;

* on May 20, 1997, discussed the allocation of funds from the
sale of our building after purchase of a new home office building;

* on June 30, 1997, discussed future investment policy and our
current stock portfolio;

* on September 15, 1997, Paine Webber proposed formal
holdings distribution based on previously established parameters;

* on September 22 and 29, and October 1 and 2, 1997, held
meetings with representatives of the following mutual fund fami-
lies: Fidelity Investments, Paine Webber, Bank of N.Y.
Wholesalers, Oppenheimer and AIM. The purpose of these meet-
ings was to research investment strategy in mutual funds, tactical
allocations and other funds.

On October 29, 1997 the Financial Committee’s meeting
reviewed our present holdings, voiced its concern about the
declining interest rates and our need to decide on debt invest-
ments to lock in the highest yield.

The meeting discussed a proposal to increase over time the
UNA’s equity position from 5 percent of admitted assets to 10
percent. The Executive Committee is to decide this matter at its
next meeting.

public utilities and industrial bonds/corporate debt rated A or
higher with a three to seven-year maturity.

Dividends

On advice of our actuary, and in anticipation of our future
expenses due to merger with two other fraternals, the Executive
Comnmittee decided not to pay dividends in 1997. A statement
was prepared and published in both official publications as well
as mailed to our branch secretaries to explain the reason for this
decision and to show in exact numbers how much the UNA
spends on its fraternal benefits each year.

These are UNA fraternal benefits:

* Nearly 8,000 subscribers to Svoboda receive a discount of
$25 per year on their subscription which made up a sum of
$200,000 paid by the UNA.

* Nearly 7,500 subscribers of The Ukrainian Weekly receive
also a $20 discount which UNA covers to the extent of $150,000.

* More than 250 students receive on average a scholarship of
$268 for a grand total of $67,000 per year.

* Members who vacation at Soyuzivka receive a 10% discount
— which adds to at least $25,000 on an annual basis.

* In order to comply with a past Conventions resolution, all
UNA dues paying members age 79 and older received as a frater-
nal benefit the payment of their annual dues for 1997. The cost
of that benefit was $103,000.

The UNA’s New History

The along-awaited new history of the UNA authored by Dr.
Myron Kuropas was delivered to our office in the month of June
1997. Dr. Kuropas is anxious to come to presentations which we
will have to arrange with our district committees, the first such
meeting to be held in Detroit on December 5.

The Ukrainian version of that book exists in manuscript form,
translated on the basis of the original English version submitted
to the UNA. In order for it to be published, the Ukrainian text
would need to include revisions and additions which Dr.
Kuropas had made to the original text.

The Book of Facts is almost ready with the exception of my
introductory article and the final review.

UNA Presence in Washington

The Executive Committee decided to contract the services of
the firm EMI Associates, whose owner is Eugene Iwanciw to
help Ukraine obtain foreign aid from the U.S. at or above the
level of last year’s amount. He represented the UNA as a consul-
tant in the Congress, White House and the Ambassy of Ukraine.
Mr. Iwanciw reported to your president.

Our Major Problems

At the present time the UNA cannot sustain the level of finan-
cial support for its fraternal activities as it has givcn up to now.
There is presently no other fraternal orgamzauon in the U.S. or
Canada that publishes two official p daily
and a weekly paper as well as runs a resort. A monthly publlcaA
tion, a bimonthly or a quarterly is the norm.

Judging by the present return on our investments and taking
into account the further lowering of interest rates, we must

assume investment income will decrease even further. In addi-

On January 26, 1996 - at the =

Diachuk — I attended a meeting
of the Chornobyl Challenge
‘96 committee, which was held
at the Embassy of Ukraine in
Washington.

We made a start and will try to follow up this
fall with other groups. In absence of a well trained large sales
force and a steadily declining number of active secretarics, we
are forced to try every avenue open to us to increase our sales.

Prior to the last few
years when the building became a drain on surplus it had helped
build up surplus by leaps and bounds.

INVESTMENT COMMITTEE

As we previ reported an Investment Ce has been
working throughout the year. We developed an investment strate-
gy and policy and proceeded to implement the equities section by
disposing of some under achieving investments. Due to the capi-
tal losses on those transactions we deviated from our investment
policy of conservative buying and hold strategy to take advantage
of the market fluctuation in order to pocket capital gains to offset
the losses. As you may remember we are statutorily restricted to
the percentage of equity investments of admitted assets. Thus we
first had to make room in our equity portfolio in order to get into
our investment strategy and policy.

In summation 1996 was not a stellar year by any means and
we're afraid 1997 is leaving the same way. It is imperative that we
develop new sources of revenue to offset the constant drain in sur-
plus. Expenses can only be out so far. We have just about reached
the limit although cost cutting is always a priority with us. More
sales are a must.

Recruitment of new secretaries has become a major undertak:
ing. Since the Convention of 1994 we have 50 new secretaries, 22
secretaries passed away and 100 retired. In the spring of 1996 we
held a course for new secretaries at the Home Office. This was the
first time we held courses at the Home Office. Our new secretaries
had a chance to see how things are done at the home office. They
observed the workings of the recording and financial department.
The course for new secretaries scheduled for May 1997, was can-
celed due to the small number of attendees. Branch 237 was
merged with branch 173, after the resignation of Betty Pankiw. 1
thank Mr. & Mrs. Peter Serba for taking over the branch, since the
officers of branch 237 could not find a replacement for Mrs.

Report of UNA Secretary Martha Lysko
Membership =

It is almost time to report on
the statistics for 1997, yet we
are obliged to give the closing
statistics for 1996 and report on
the nine months of 1997. We
closed 1996 with the total mem-
bership of 59,083 members, as
compared to 61,126 in 1995. In
1996, we sold 859 policies for
the total amount of insurance of
$14,308,572. For the three quar-
ters in 1997 we have 644 poli-
cies for the face amount of
insurance $18,853,737. Al-
though at the Annual Session of
the UNA the quota for UNA
was lowered from 2,000 poli-
cies in 1996 to 1250 in 1997, we
may not reach our goal. We still have a lot of work to do in order to
achieve our quota for the year. We should keep in mind that this is
the convention year and each new policy counts. Seventy-five adult
voting members in a branch assure one delegate to the convention.
In order to stay more competitive we have increased the limit of
insurance to $5,000 face amount at age 65 without a medical exam-
ination. We also raised to age 80 the sale of single premium life
policies with face amount of $2,000 no medical required. These
changes were already reported in the quarterly report.

New Programs

The transfer of juvenile members to adult department once
they reach the age of maturity has been the topic of di ion at

many d Some were routed for storage, oun-
ers we will send to Uni of Minnesota Immigration History
and Research Center, and many more came along with us. There
were also several meetings regarding the prospective mergers
with UNAAA and the Ukrainian Fraternal Association. This year
was an unusually busy year because of the many changes and
future plans that still have to be implemented. As usual spring
and fall calendar was full of district meetings. The ongoing cor-
respondence with various insurance authorities and our branch
secretaries is another important aspect of my work. The
Recording Department is now staffed by eight people. In June of
1994 we had eleven. There are three new employees, Christine
Kozak, underwriting assistant, Nina Bilchuk, and Iouri Lazirko,
both hired to replace Busia Polischuk, who retired and Joe
Hayda, who left for another position.

Report of UNA Treasurer
Alexander Blahitka

First, let’s analyze results of
operations for 1996. As we did
last year we start at the bottom
line for the year. Line 28 col. 7,
table #1, shows that we had a
net profit from Insurance
Operations of $989,322. Col. 8,
line 28 shows a net deficit of fra-
ternal expenses of $1,512,010.00
resulting in a net loss of
$522,688.00 for 1996. 1995
results were net profit from
Insurance Operations of $1,246,711
and a deficit from fraternal
expenses of $1,691,451.00 resulting
in a net loss of $444,740 from all
services. The decrease in results
for 1996 were caused mainly by *®
a decrease in insurance dues
(premiums) and an increase in annuity sales.

How can an increase in annuity sales hurt the bottom line you
ask. We must set aside a reserve for every annuity dollar we
receive plus the interest that will accumulate. Therefore for the
$1,628,739.00 we received in annuity sales we were required to
set aside reserves in the sum of $1,702,987.00. Whereas the
$3,054,376 of dues or premiums we earned during 1996 resulted
in an additional reserve of only $542,526. Therefore our annuity
business netted only $103,977 compared to $347,874 in 1995.
The good part of the results is that our cost cutting in the frater-
nal section resulted in further savings in the fraternal column. We

every UNA Convention since 1960. In July all juvenile members
21 years and older still paying premiums on their policy were
automatically transferred to adult department and assessed $1.80
annually. We received an additional $2,440.80 into our fraternal
fund and gained 1,356 voting members for the branches. A few
secretaries lained that ing juvenile may
cause them to drop the insurance but the majority approves this
decision. In lieu of a dividend, we paid a special fraternal benefit
to those members who reached age 79 and still are paying premi-
ums. All premiums were paid directly by UNA. Unlike in the
past the secretaries were freed from the responsibility of trying to
collect payments from thesc members. This automatic payment
saved time and money.

fraternal spending by $179,441 over 1995. Our results
against the budget for 1996 shall be presented later during budget
discussion.

Next I call your attention to table 2 “FIVE YEAR HISTORI-
CAL DATA”, line 1 shows a steady increase in Life Insurance in
force but line 7 shows a downward trend the last 4 years in total
dues and premiums for annuities. Line 8, Admitted Assets had
grown until 1996. You may recall we reported that the NJ.
Insurance Dept. Notified us that they would not admit the entire
amount of our loan to the Ukrainian National Urban Renewal
Corp. Due to statutory investment percentages. In order to avoid
this which would have depleted almost all of our surplus, we

reduced the loan by $5,611,677 by reducing our liabilities a like
amount. So instead of losing almost $13,000,000.00 in admitted

It is a distinct privilege and
honor to submit my fifteenth
annual report on activities,
thoughts, suggestions and obser-
vations as an Auditor of the
Ukrainian National Association.

Since this is the third year |
of my second term as Auditor |
(previously having served two |
terms as a Supreme Advisor
and one term as Supreme
Auditor), please accept my
warmest and sincere apprecia-
tion to all of the Delegates the
33rd Convention, who by their
vote elected me to my second
term as Auditor, and gave me
the continued opportunity and
privilege to continue to learn
in depth and serve our great UNA Fraternal.

During these past fifteen years, I was afforded the privilege
and experience of working with the dedicated Executive
Officers, Fellow Auditors, Advisors, Branch Officers,
Secretaries, District Committees, and UNA Members for whom I
have developed a warm and sincere working relationship, recog-
nizing their dedication in serving the UNA, and through it, our
Ukrainian-American Community.

The bedrock foundation, past, present, and future of the UNA
are our hard working and dedicated Executives, Organizers,
Branch Secretaries and Officers.

Audits were conducted on a Semi-Annual basis, working closely
with the Executive Officers I was privileged to meet the various
other employees of the UNA who work at the UNA home office,
UNA Estate, Svoboda, The Ukrainian Weekly, and other UNA
entities. To them, I express warmest appreciation for this dedication
to the UNA and the Ukrainian Community throughout the years.

Throughout the past years, I have been afforded exemplary press
coverage through Svoboda Editor Zenon Snylyk and the Ukrainian
‘Weekly Editor Roma Hadzewycz, and their respective staffs.

The UNA is to be congratulated for generously supporting the
Myriad of Ukrainian education, cultural, religious, athletic insti-
tutions, Ukrainian American Causes, scholarships, Chornobyl
and the Re-Birth of Ukraine.

These past seven years as an Auditor have been very education-
al and enlightening on how the organization functions and makes
decisions. I have continued to learn even more about the UNA by
serving on-the Financial, Scholarship, and Organizational
Committees, and gained invaluable insight on the working of the
'UNA and about its views for the present and future.

SVOBODA, THE UKRAINIAN WEEKLY:

The 33rd Convention realizing the increase cost of paper, sup-
plies and postage approved an increase in the annual subscription
of each of these publishing organs. However, it was not possible
to foresee that the postage, paper and supplies would increase to
the point of almost depleting any revenue from the increased
subscription price. The Ukrainian Weekly had 8,743 subscribers
within the U.S., Canada and Foreign in January, 1996. As of July
1997 this subscription rate was down to 7,330 representing a
total loss of 1,413 subscribers. The Svoboda had 9,328 sub-
scriber in January, 1996. As of July, 1997 there are 7817 sub-
scribers, representing a total loss of 1,511 subscribers.

This daily and weekly Ukrainian and English publication are
the only ones in the free world and serve a very important func-
tion in publishing Ukrainian American events and information. It
is difficult to recognize what forces that contribute to drop in
membership of these excellent publications. An appeal goes out
to Ukrainian American Community to renew their subscriptions
and suppurt tiese nuiewoitily publications.

SOYUZIVKA:

This is an important fraternal benefit for the UNA, The UNA
members need to realize that their continued support of the UNA
Estate is vital. The UNA members should understand that UNA
Estate is not self sufficient. The UNA each year subsidized
Soyuzivka to the tune of $300,000 — $500,000. Soyuzivka has
suffered financially for whatever reason due to summer guests
tapering off, resulting in lack of income. Efforts are being made
to extend beyond the summer season to became more productive
economically. The Management has encouraged extra income
through wedding receptions, reunions, new “Suzy-Q Bar”, and
the social affairs for non Ukrainian people.

Members complain about rates, but without heavy subsidy of
the UNA, this facility could not operate. The true rates would be
much higher and it is only through subsidy of the UNA that they
are so low.

Constant new County, State and Federal Regulations together
with outdated and aging facilities are a Herculean expense annu-
ally. Many of the buildings have been renovated cable TV,
phone system, water treatment plant, and the list goes on.

Ukrainian American Community is encouraged to demon-
strate their sincerity by attendance with their family and encour-
aging others to patronize this excellent facility.

PROFESSIONAL MARKETING AND ORGANIZA-
TION:

The cost of establishing a professional organizational and
sales insurance department so far has failed to justify the finan-
cial costs. The professional Organizational & Sales Department
has been in existence for several years, but the exact cost from its
inception to date have not been privy to the Auditors and/or the
General Assembly. Presently this is not cost effective based on
the information provided.

30 MONTGOMERY STREET:

Due to the drastic drop in financial reserves of the UNA resulting
in a letter from the NJ insurance department, which in essence made
it obligatory that the General A bly vote to sell 30
Street, and thus their reserves would be increased. The 30
Montgomery Street property was sold for $21,200,000 (which rep-
resented the best of several offers) cash Settlement was July 31,
1997. A replacement building at 2200 Rte 10, Parsippany, N.J., was
purchased for $4,931,000, and settled on August 29, 1997.

This replacement office building, contains 65,750 SF and con-
sists of two floors. The replacement building, is more functional
and is situated close to major arteries, Ukrainian Catholic Church
and the Ukrainian Community.

The move from 30 N y Street is to be
completed On Monday, October 13, 1997. However, for the time
being, the printing shop will remain on Montgomery Street.

This replacement building will not only be UNA’s main
office, but will produce income from several rentals.

SCHOLARSHIP GRANTS:

The UNA has continued to provide financial Assistance to
qualified worthy UNA members, but due to the depletion of
reserves the dollar amount of scholarship grants has been
reduced. Many recipients of this Scholarship in the past should
support the UNA and purchase insurance, and subscribe to
Svoboda and/or The Ukrainian Weekly.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY MEETINGS:

Until recently the Genera: Assembly has met twice annually to
review the decisions proposed to be made by executive Committee.
However, the last 2 years, during which time monumental deci-
sions had to be made, the General Assembly has only met annually.
Due to the size of the UNA and the important decisions in a fast
moving economy, the Assembly should meet twice annually.

The Board of Advisors and/or General Assembly Directors
must impl ds so that the A bly determines pol-

icy decision, Capitol outlays and directs the Executives.

As T stated at the 33rd Convention: “The Executives must be
obliged to operate within a budget which is approved by the
Supreme Assembly. There must be a check and balance system
in the UNA™.

BY-LAWS:

The UNA is 103 years old and it has grown spectacularly from the
“horse and buggy” era of 1894 to the present day of sophistication
and electronics age. Hopefully, when the next convention convenes,
adequate time will be given to by-laws to enlarge this sphere of par-
ticipation and direction of UNA executive by the General Assembly.

These by-laws over the years have not been sufficiently
revised to reflect the operation in this computer era. The by-laws
should not provide for Election of Treasurer ana/or >ecretary.
These positions should be filled, and monitored by the General
Assembly. Consideration should be given to only elect at the
Convention a President and Vice President. The present
Treasurer is not working 9-5, and this is a poor example for
Department Heads and has resulted in a lack of acceptable pro-
ductivity, has demoralized the staff, and added to the workload
of our President and Secretary to take up the slack of the
Treasurer’s responsibility and performance.

It is strongly suggested that the 34th Convention devote an
entire day or evening solely for the revision of the bring them in
conformance with todays standards and computer age.

The Executives are forced to carry more than their share of their
duties because of lack of fulfillment and duties of at least one
Executive. Each position should have definitive written obligations,
and if any of the appointed persons do not fulfill the responsibilities
then the General Assembly would have the power to remove and
re-appoint.

MERGERS:

Another important milestone is developing in the Ukrainian
American Fraternal Community. The UNA, Ukrainian National
Aid Association, and Ukrainian Fraternal Organization have
been meeting to consider merging, which would greatly reduce
overall expenses due to duplication and would be an economic
benefits. Hopefully in the very near future this merger will be
completed, giving new strength and membership to this enlarged
Ukrainian American Fraternity.

RESERVES:

The reserves on January, 1996 according to Treasurer Alex
Blahitka were $8,664,312 and as of June, 1997 the reserves were
$5,242,185 representing a reduction of $3,422,727 in our reserves.

The continued financial drain must be curbed and institute
drastic steps needed to accomplish this. The further reduction of
reserves must stop. Capital outlay must be held to a minimum.
At the 33rd Convention, this Auditor stated: “It is imperative that
you discuss the by-laws, safeguards be implemented so that the
Board of Advisors and Supreme Assembly be presented an oper-
ational budget and proposed capital outlay budget for the ensuing
year. This is necessary to understand the effect on our reserves.”

We must always be mindful of fiscal responsibility, account-
ability, and prudent expenditures.

Much care must be given to increase and not reduce our reserves.

GENERAL OBSERVATIONS:

Secretary, Martha Lysko, in her short period in office, has
instituted many necessary changes such as new forms, products
and in order to reduce costs has effectively merged 45 branches.
Mre T ycko hac hean very cooperative with this Auditor in locat
ing UNA facts and statistics.

The UNA has grown so large, a professional study of the
administration and finances should be made by an outside firm
and the results be presented to a special Supreme Assembly
meeting. This study should analyze the position of the President,
Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer and define their mode of
operation and response.

Maybe the time has arrived to think about appointing a quali-
fied Business Manager and/or financial consultant?

We reviewed 228 applications
and awarded $70 300 in scholarshlps — including several major

In general, I should note that I take a special interest, as a
UNA advisor, in seeing to it that UNA materials — be they reso-
lutions of our General Assembly or reports submitted by districts
and branches — are published regularly and in a timely fashion
on the pages of The Ukrainian Weekly. My activity in this
sphere also involves much translation work, for example, prepar-
ing the English-language statements and appeals issued twice

In conclusion, I would like to offer some comments. During the
past two and a half years we have made many fateful decisions
regarding the UNA that affect its activity not only today, but well
into the future. As a result of our rush to cut expenses wherever
and however possible, we have created an image of the UNA as a
community institution that is struggling to keep its head above
water. One of the consequences of that image is that the communi-
ty has, to a large extent, lost faith in us. (Why buy a UNA insur-
ance policy if the organization does not appear to be stable? Why
support the UNA if it is no longer supporting our community or
the fraternal activities the community considers important?)

I am not saying that we did not have to cut our expenditures,
but I question what these cuts mean for the long term. Have these
cuts changed the way we do business? Have we adapted our
operations to the needs of today’s Ukrainian Americans and
Ukrainian Canadians? I submit that they have not, and that what
we have done is simply to buy ourselves some more time.
Meanwhile, what we really need is to look at our entire opera-
tion, from top to bottom, examine how it is functioning and how
it serves our membership, and evaluate our performance in all
spheres of our activity. Only then will we be able to move suc-

COMMENTS AND SUGGESTIONS
Suspension of dividend

I was very disappointed with the decision of the Executive
Comnmittee to eliminate the dividend payments to members in
1997. I did not understand why they felt it was necessary. The
explanation we received was that the expenses from the proposed
mergers would be large. However, we were fully aware of these
expenses at our meeting in November, 1996. The Executive
Committee reported that the decision to cut dividends was made
at a March 1997 meeting. However, no decision was made on
spending dividends at the March 3, 1997 meeting. The only
announcement for the dividends was made on May 29th. Why
did executive committee members report that they decided to
suspend the dividends in March 1997 when it is not true? I
may have the answer. On December 31, 1996 the exchange rate for
the Canadian Dollar vs the U.S. Dollar was .73014. Also at year
end, the UNA held over $16,000,000 in Canada. In the spring of
1997, the Canadian Dollar started falling again against the U.S.
dollar. The exchange rate fell to as low .71464 on April 18th. If
you take the percentage drop in the exchange rate and multi-
ply that against the Canadian holdings, it would equal an
additional $250,000- S350 000 loss to our surplus.

‘Why didn’t the E: ittee report that the d
need to be suspended due to an addmonal loss in Canada from the
exchange rate? It may be due to the fact that the executives decid-
ed in May, 1995, not to perform currency hedges or to pull money
out of Canada. Our vice president announced in May, 1995 the
decision to keep the money in Canada and “hope that the curren-
cy would rebound”. Naturally, the executives would not want to
place the blame of suspending dividends on their decision not to
take action in Canada. This several hundred thousand dollar mis-
take is in addition to the millions they lost in Canada earlier and
the millions of dollars they could have made by investing in the
S&P 500 index. Some of the executives would not like to bring
attention to their costly mistakes.

Our yearly dividend is one of our fraternal benefits. Although
the amount of dividend may not be a large amount for most of our

bers, it still a benefit for bel to the UNA.
What other benefits do we provide for members in cities like
Chicago? The rates were raised on the newspapers so members no
longer feel it is a benefit of membership. Soyuzivka is too far to
travel for most of our Chicago members.

At the time we were cutting benefits for our members nnd
senior citizens, the Executive Committee decided to spend
thousands of dollars on non-fraternal benefits. Eugene
Iwanciw for example, was hired and paid to consult for the UNA
at a cost of several thousand dollars. It is an insult to our members
when the executives cut benefits and then spend unnecessary
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money on projects not supported by the membership or the
assembly.

Our vice president is now telling the community that because
we sold the building, our surplus will now be able to support
increased spending on fraternal benefits. I need to remind cer-
tain people that legal fees paid to UNA members are not con-
sidered fraternal benefits.

UNA investment policy

One year ago, I reported that if the Executive Committee had
followed my advice the year before, the UNA would have made
an additional $2,200,000 more than what it made in the bonds
from 6-30-95 — 6-30-96. In response, the Executive Committee
announced that they promised to finally invest in stocks.
However, they would only invest between 3-5% of our assets in
Stocks and would hire Merrill Lynch to handle the matter.

I wanted to see what the result would have been had the UNA
actually had invested the full allowable 15% of our assets in the
S&P 500 Index. I will give Merrill Lynch the benefit of the doubt
that they matched the performance of the Index although they
most likely did not since over 80% of money managers do not beat
the Index. Also for simplicity, I will assume the UNA had 5% of
our assets invested in the stock market starting on 6-30-96,
although that did not start until December, 1996. Also, just like
last year, I will use the investment returns of the Lehman Brothers
Aggregate Index to estimate the returns of our bond portfolio.

We can determine the returns by taking 10% of the UNA assets
at 6-30-96. That number would be $7,500,000. If we multiply
that against both the S&P and the Bond Index, we will get the
estimated investment returns:

S&P 500 $7,500,000 * 34.69% = $2,601,750
Bond Index $7,500,000 * 8.16% = $ 612,000
Difference = $1,989,750

Had the Executive Committee followed my advice, our
organization would have over $4,000,000 more in the surplus.
1 believe our organization requires an expl on how invest-
ment decisions are reached by the Executive Committee and how
each individual voted on these decisions. Our officers can and
should be held accountable for their decisions.

I would like to acknowledge the dedicated efforts made by
Mr. Dmytro Sarachmon and his wife, Irene, as Fraternal
Activities Coordinators for the Woonsocket District. They have
brought many fraternal benefits on behalf of the local UNA
District to hundreds of members and their friends over the years.

The passing of long-time Advisor, Soyuzivka Manager and
friend, Mr. Walter Kwas has saddened all of us who knew and
respected him. He was a gentleman who literally lived his life for
the purpose of helping others and the betterment of the Ukrainian
cause. We need to enshrine his memory and look to his accom-
plishments as an example for ourselves. He has helped to enrich
many lives, including my own.

Finally, a few comments on the changes underway at the UNA.
The UNA is, in corporate terms, downsizing its operations with
the most visible evidence being the move to a more modest head-
quarters. Other downsizing indications include proposals to con-
solidate Svoboda mailings, making it no longer a daily paper, as
well as other more radical consolidation ideas I have heard. The
eventual loss of the Svoboda print shop and, thus, our ability to
print newspapers, magazines and books on our own is quite trou-
bling. We must be very careful not to confuse necessary fat trim-
ming with slicing too close to the core of our very existence. In the
short term, we are always able to find some way to just sacrifice a
little more here and there. But where will it all end? The contem-
plated merger with our fellow organizations should not be looked
atas a great cvent in our history. It is a sad realization of a lost bat-
tle on behalf of the smaller merging parties. It is a wake-up call to
us all. Blowing up a leaking balloon makes it bigger for a while,
but does not stop the leak. We need to limit our future emphasis on
cost savings at this point and invest whatever it takes, including
additional professional guidance, to help us stop the leak.

These are just a few items for all of us to think about serious-
ly. Unless there is true bylaw reform, unlike that experienced at
the last convention, then I am afraid that thinking is all that
which we will be empowered to do.

Report of UNA Advisor Walter Korchynsky

The past year has been a
very eventful one in the history
of the UNA. The sale of our
Jersey City headquarters and
the relocation of our offices to
a newly purchased location in
Parsippany, N.J., was the
biggest challenge our organiza-
tion has faced in many years.
As a member of the Ukrainian
Urban Renewal Coporation
and a member of the committee
overseeing this transaction, I
was very much involved.

On April 19, 1997, 1 attend-
ed a committee meeting in
Hanover, N.J., at which time
we toured the building which
we have since purchased. At
that meeting, we also reviewed the purchase offers that were sub-
mitted for our Jersey City building. It is important to state that
the UNA General Assembly overwelmingly voted not once, but
twice to proceed with the sale of our Jersey City building. I
believe that the committee that was appointed to implement this
decision did so in a very professional manner. I also believe that
our new headquarters is more suitable to our needs for several
reasons. It is located in a growing Ukrainian community. It is a
smaller building which means that it will require less of our
resources to manage. Thirdly, it has increased the liquidity of
UNA’s assets.

Most importantly, however, it will help us focus on what we
really are, a fraternal organization, not a real estate corporation.

Among my other activities, I was requested to represent the
UNA at various district meetings. I visited Albany on March 15,
1997. I attended the Wilkes Barre meeting on March 16, 1997
and the Syracuse meeting on April 5, 1997 at which I was re-
elected as District Committee Chairman.

On June 7, 1997, I had the honor of representing the UNA at
the graduation ceremonies of the Lesia Ukrainka School of
Ukrainian Studies in Syracuse, N.Y. I wrote an article on this
event which was published in “The Ukrainian Weekly.”

I have also served on the by-laws committee, fraternal merger

and mission

I feel very honored to have served the UNA as an advisor these
past eight years. I owe this honor to the delegates who elected me
to this office and I hope that I have lived up to their expectations.

Our next convention will be a very important one. We will
meet again to debate, discuss and democratically elect a new
General Assembly to lead us into the 21st Century. I call upon all
young UNA members to get involved and become part of this
process. Our Ukrainian forefathers worked hard and long and
made many sacrifices not only for the UNA but for our entire
Ukrainian community. It is imperative that we continue in their
footsteps so that our children and grandchildren, as well as new
immigrants from Ukraine, will always have this organization that
we so producly call the Ukrainian National Association.

Report of UNA Advisor Eugene M. Iwanciw
INTRODUCTION

As has heen mv nractice
over the years, I'have divided
my report into two sections.
The first outlines my work in
and for the UNA. The second
focuses on observations and
comments about our organiza-
tion and its direction.

UNA ACTIVITIES

As has been stated so often,
the role of the Advisor is basi-
cally limited to those activities
to which they are assigned by
the President. During the past §
year I attended the Baltimore-
Washington-Richmond Dis-
trict meeting held March 2 in Baltimore.

In addition to these assigned functions, I have taken on an
additional function with the approval of the President. Since the
formal closing of the UNA Washington Office on September 30,
1995, 1 continued to function as the UNA representative in
Washington. I felt, and President Diachuk agreed, that the issues
being decided in Washington are too important and have too pro-
found an effect on UNA, the Ukrainian-American community,
and Ukraine for UNA not to be a participant. This representation
was done by me from October 1, 1995 to February 28, 1997
without compensation from UNA. Early this year an agreement
was reached whereby UNA would compensate me for this repre-
sentation effective March 1, 1997. My work in Washington on
behalf of the UNA since March 1 is covered separately.

OBSERVATIONS AND COMMENTS

It is with mixed emotions that I, once again, include this sec-
tion in my report. In the past I have talked about the challenges
facing the Ukrainian-American community, in general, and the
Ukramlan Nauonal Assocmnon, in particular. T talked about the

d the ct world. I that
the Ukrainian»Amencan community is one in trouble.
Assimilation, inter-marriage, geographic dispersal, etc. have
taken a severe toll on the community and our organization. As
far back as ten years ago I wrote a series of articles in The
Ukrainian Weekly about our community infrastructure and the
need to rebuild it.

As we are reaching the end of 1997, I no longer feel that we
are a community in trouble, I now feel we are a community in
peril — the situation is dire. We have continually failed to heed
the warnings before us, particularly the loss of membership in
virtually every Ukrainian-American organization to the point
where the membership of some old and prestigious national
organizations can be counted on two hands.

I fear that unless the leadership of our community takes imme-
diate and decisive action that by the year 2005, half our churches
will be closed, many of our national organizations will be hollow

of t and we will have lost our place in American soci-
ety. This is of concern because we need to stay part of the cultur-
all, social, and political fabric of America, a multi-ethnic nation.
It is important also because Ukraine’s survival into the future
will require the political and economic support of the United
Slates and the West. The best way to insure that support is by
a vibrant Ukrainian-American

Some may ask how does this affect the UNA. thoul a
vibrant Ukrainian-American community, the UNA will cease to
exist, at least as a Ukrainian-American organization. We will
continue to see the decline in membership to the point where we
will be forced to merge with a non-Ukrainian fraternal and we
will lose our identity.

Two year ago, the UNA Assembly was faced with numerous
problems. While I feel we over-reacted in many of our decisions,
we should have, at least, learned that there are serious problems

confronting us. We opted for some quick fixes and failed to address
the long-term problems of both the UNA and the community.

Despite numerous resolutions by the General Assembly. the
UNA has not sponsored any conferences on the problem of
assimilation in our community. It appears that the UNA and the
rest of the community hope that the problem just goes away.
even as it’s claiming more and more people each passing day. At
what point we will, at least, acknowledge that a problem exists?

Despite six years of urging, the UNA has not taken even the
first step in expanding our operations to Ukraine. It should not be
difficult to understand that the long-term future of the UNA as a
financial institution lies in Ukraine. To survive, the UNA must
constantly sign up new members. Expansion of UNA to Ukraine,
through the creation of a subsidiary, is the only approach which
makes sense. Insurance companies are already operating in
Ukraine. Where is the UNA? Why has not the UNA Assembly
even discussed this issue, much less instituted the first steps to
make this a reality?

Let me make it clear that I am not suggesting that we do not
have to address the challenges we face in the United States and
Canada. We do! However, even if we effectively meet all our
domestic challenges, U.S. and Canadian demographics just do
not allow the type of growth which can make the UNA a large
and strong institution. There are, at best, two million Ukrainians
(over 50% only half-Ukrainian) in the United States and Canada.
We must locate them and convince them to join the UNA. In
Ukraine there are 52 million Ukrainians. Where will it be easier
to recruit new members?

If we do not plan this expansion, we will be left out of
Ukraine and slowly we will diminish in importance in the United
States and Canada. Just look at what happened to the two
Ukrainian fraternals which seek to now merge with the UNA!

The stature of the UNA and the Ukrainian-American commu-
nity rose significantly since 1991 due to our ties to a large,
important nation — Ukraine. It is tragic that we maintained our
close ties to Ukraine during the 97 years of our existence when it
was not politically beneficial to the UNA to do so and then dis-
tanced ourselves from Ukraine when it is politically and finan-
cially beneficial. I hope that the UNA Assembly will, finally,
begin addressing this issue. As I pointed out in the past, the first
step would be the expansion of our newspapers to Ukraine.

Despite six years of urging, the UNA has not expensed our
newspapers to Ukraine. Anyone in the newspaper business
knows that there are two ways to increase venue: raising sub-
scriptions and increasing circulation. Two years ago, we
addressed only one side of the coin and ignored the other, far
more important, side. If our newspapers are to survive in the
long-run, then we must increase subscribers. No program to
increase subscribers in the United States and Canada was dis-
cussed much less implemented, and we definitely did not look
beyond these two countries.

At our last convention (and before) I urged that we consider
the expansion of our newspapers to Ukraine. This was discussed
neither at the Convention nor at of the any subsequent Annual
Meetings. The logistics of this expansion is not overwhelming.
The cost could be offset by the increased revenues. Newspapers
do not survive on subscription income; they survive on advertise-
ments. The cost of advertisements is based on circulation. If
Svoboda had a circulation of 150,000 rather than 8,000 it should
be more attractive for advertisers and we could charge substan-
tially more for those advertisements. A circulation of 150,000 in
Ukraine is not unrealistic in a country of 52 million people.

I strongly believe that we are at the crossroads of our future as
a viable organization. I urge my fellow assembly members to
consider carefully the points I have raised. I believe that our
future as an organization requires charting a new course and it
needs to be charted now. Last year I wrote: “It is the 59th minute
of the 11th hour and the clock is rapidly ticking.” Well, my fel-
low UNA members, it is now the 35th second of the 59th minute
of the 11th hour.

Report of UNA Advisor Stephanie Hawryluk

Once again, it is my privi-
lege to report on my activities
as an advisor of the Ukrainian
National Association. Because
of my proximity to the UNA
Estate, most of my work
revolves around the events at
Soyuzivka. This report will
cover my activities on behalf
of the UNA from January 1996
to September, 1997.

On March 23, 1996, the
Troy-Albany District meeting
was held in Watervliet. Nestor
Olesnycky was the keynote
speaker. He spoke about the
many changes that were taking
place in the Ukrainian National 2
Association. I provided infor-
mation on the plans for the summer season at Soyuzivka for the
1996 summer season.

During the first two weeks of July, 1996, I was asked to speak
at the closing ceremonies of both sessions of “Tabir Ptashat”
which is sponsored by Plast at Soyuzivka for our youngest mem-
bers.

Report of UNA Advisor
Taras G. Szmagala, Jr.

It is with pleasure that I sub-
mit this, my third Annual Report
as an Advisor of the Ukrainian
National Association. It is an
honor to serve as an Advisor, and I
deeply appreciate the trust and
support that my fellow delegates
placed in me and the other
members of the General Assembly
at the last Convention.

This report is divided into
two sections. In the first, I dis-
cuss briefly my fraternal activi-
ties during the past year. In the
second, I summarize my thoughts =
on a number of issues currently
facing the UNA.

1997 Fraternal Activities

(a) By-Laws Committee

As Chairman of the permanent By-Laws Committee, I have
worked at preparing changes to the By-Laws of the UNA to be
considered at the next Convention. These proposed changes are
the product of comments received by many Committee members,
and will surely be the basis for lively discussion at the November
annual meeting.

(b) Representations in an Official Capacity

During the past year, I have represented UNA in my official
capacity as an Advisor on a number of occasions, and have par-
ticipated in various other UNA activities. Among these activities
are included:

« President of Cleveland District Committee

« Attendance at various District and Branch meetings

* Representation of UNA at various Cleveland events, such

as graduation of students from the Cleveland Ukrainian School

* Meetings with Professional Sales Staff in Cleveland and

Preparation of New Member Organization Drives

(c) New Member Initiatives

As many of you may be aware, our Secretary, Marta Lysko, has
formalized a plan through which the UNA will donate $25 to an
organization that recruits a new $10,000 Universal Life policy-
holder. At the last Cleveland District meeting, I proposed, and we
adopted, a program by which the District will send mailings to
Cleveland-area Ukrainian-Americans (from mailing lists main-
tained by various Ukrainian-American organizations in the area
such as churches, schools, dance organizations, Plast, SUM, etc.)
New members recruited from this mailing will be able to select
from a number of Ukrainian-American organizations to which the
$25 contribution will be made.

A review of our mailing hst md]cales that several hundred, if
not more, Cleveland Uk Americans are not
of UNA. The Cleveland District seeks to organize at least 100 of
these persons during the upcoming year through recruitment dri-
ves such as the one above and through our resident professional
sales person, Oleh Palaschenko.
(d) Time in Ukraine

As in the prior two years, not all of my service to the Ukrainian
community during 1996-97 took place in the United States.
Again, I had the opportunity to assist the Ukrainian government
and Western investors in Ukraine with various legal and business
matters. My time in Ukraine was more limited during this past
year than in prior years, but my involvement in international
Ukrainian transactions remains significant.

(e) Community Activities Outside of UNA

During the past year I was also active in a variety of non-UNA
Ukrainian community activities. I sit on the boards of directors of
the Kashtan Ukrainian Dance Ensemble and the Cleveland
Ukrainian Museum-Archives, and I am a member of the
Accreditation Committee of St. Josaphat's Ukrainian Catholic
School. Through my involvement in each of these organizations,
1 attempt to raise the awareness and visibility of the UNA within
my local community.

Issues Facing the UNA
1. Our Mission Statement

The UNA continues to take steps to get its financial house in
order. The sale of the building in Jersey City was a good thing, as
is the proposed merger with UFA. But the question remains: to
what end? Is the UNA primarily to operate Soyuzivka and pub-
lish The Ukrainian Weekly? Are we to try to assist new Ukrainian
immigrants? Ukrainians in Ukraine? As I stated in my last annu-
al report (in some detail which I will not repeat here), we need to
determine our mission statement. Indeed — we must ask our-
selves why we exist, and in fact whether we should exist.

As I stated before, the UNA needs a goal towards which it can
work. We need to be able to approach potential new members and
say “this is why you should join UNA”. And the reasons must be
concrete — not couched in a sense of amorphous duty to the com-
munity or vague expressions of fraternal bliss. Our challenge is to
fashion that goal.

I propose the following as a starting point: The Ukrainian
National Association should strive to provide quality financial
services and fraternal benefits to North Americans of Ukrainian
descent, to preserve and promote Ukrainian culture, language and
history, and to assist, by all means practicable, the development
of a free and independent Ukraine.

2. Svoboda.

At last year’s annual meeting, I called attention to the fact that
one of our most significant fraternal benefits — Svoboda —
needed to be re-evaluated. This re-evaluation should come not
from the perspective of reducing frequency of publication, but
rather of changing content. I propose that Svoboda reformulate
itself into two publications: one that is very much like the one
now, and another for the new immigration — a type of “Nove
Ukrainske Slovo”, if you will. This is long overdue, and, in my
mind, represents a slgmf cant opportunity to make inroads into

both sessions of “Tabir Ptashat” as well as at the closing program
of the Soyuzivka Children’s Camp. I presented the campers with
gifts from the UNA.

As in the past three years, I was asked to coordinate the Miss
Soyuzivka contest on August 16, 1997. UNA Advisor, Alex
Chudolij, Dumka Choir Conductor, Wasyl Hrechynsky and
Soyuzivka Office Manager, Sonia Semanyszyn served as judges
for this popular annual event. At the end of the summer season, I
was one of the presenters of trophies at the conclusion of the
Tennis and Swim Tournaments at Soyuzivka

3. BY-laws. .

Under the UNA By-laws as I propose they be revised, the posi-
tions of Secretary and Treasurer are no longer elected, but
appointed by the General Assembly. This may be a difficult
change for some delegates to accept, but it is, in my opinion, very
important for the sake of our organization. I highly recommend
that this proposal be adopted, and I also make it no secret that, in
the not-too-distant future, T would like to see all Executive posi-
tions appointed and not elected.

Report of UNA Advisor Nicholas Diakiwsky

years in representing the UNA
as a member of the General
Assembly to be an excellent
place within the Ukrainian com-
munity. A report of my service
and activities is as follows.

In 1996, I attended the fol-
lowing events on behalf of the
UNA: annual meetings for the
UNA Branch 161’s annual pic-
nic and children’s Christmas
party. I also attended the UNA
Pittsburgh District meeting
where I was elected District Chairman. In June 1996, I attended
the All Saints Ukrainian Orthodox Church Camp 18th
Anniversary celebration held in Emlenton, Pa.,

During the first 9 months of 1997, I represented the UNA at
the following events: annual meetings for UNA Branch 120 in
Aliquippa and Branch 161, Branch 161’s annual picnic and the
Pittsburgh District Annual meeting, where I was once again cho-
sen to serve as chairman of the Pittsburgh District.

It is with great pride that I report that Branch 120 and Branch
161 continue to personify one of the original objectives of a fra-
ternal organization. Both branches continue to organize for it’s
members numerous events throughout the year which include,
golf outings, bowling parties, picnics, and Christmas parties. It is
apparent that the success of these events is attributed to both the
'UNA’s perennial support, and the many members who are willing
to give their time for the benefit of other members. Branch activi-
ties increase the UNA’s exposure within the community and are
one of the fundamental reasons as to why people join fraternals.
Within the communities of Ambridge and Aliquippa, the UNA is
known for offering members more than just fraternal insurance.

Since January 1996, I have organized 16 new members and since

the secretarial duties of Branch 161 in October 1992, I

The UNA’s decision not to expand a dividend in 1997 has
decidedly increased my branch secretarial duties as I am sure it has
for others.

As I mentioned in my previous year’s report, I still believe it
is important to continue pursuing the mergers with the UFA and
UNAA, as long as the financial strength of the UNA will not be
adversely affected. If the mergers should become a reality, the
reorganization of the UNA must be designed to take advantage
of the economies of scale and enlist the added resources to
achieve membership growth.

Report of The Ukrainian Weekly

Editor-in-Chief Roma Hadzewycz
As I write this annual report
covering the period from
November 1996 through
October 1997, we are working
out of our new offices in §
Parsippany, N.J. We still have
not begun functioning normal-
ly at our new location — this
takes some time — but the edi-
torial staff has managed, with
some degree of difficulty, to
get the paper out on time each
week. We look forward to
ironing out all the bugs and
working under normal condi-
tions in the near future.

I am pleased to report to you that during the past year The
Weekly has grown in stature and significance. Our bureaus in
Kyiv and Toronto have made us more visible on two continents.
For many years now, The Weekly has been recognized as an
important media outlet by officials in Washington; increasingly
this is becoming the case also in Ottawa and Kyiv. At the same
time, we at the main editorial office in Jersey City, and now
Parsippany, have auempted to refocus our energies on our com-
munity here. Our to both our ities in the
United States and Canada, and to Ukraine continues to be mani-
fested on the pages of The Ukrainian Weekly.

Staff members

The staff of The Ukrainian Weekly now includes: Editor-in-
Chief Roma Hadzewycz, Assistant Editor Khristina Lew, and
Staff Editors Roman Woronowycz and Andrij Wynnyckyj. Mr.
Wynnyckyj is our Toronto Press Bureau chief. Since mid-
December 1996 Irene Jarosewich has worked with The Weekly
as an independent consultant; her status has not yet been normal-
ized as Ms. Jarosewich awaits a meeting with our president. Tka
Koznarsky Casanova continues as our part-time editorial staffer
and our de facto arts editor. Also employed during the report
period was Yarema Bachynsky, who helped us out as an editorial
assistant during the summer.

Marta Kolomayets was our associate editor until December 4,
1996, when she left The Weekly staff to take on a new challenge

as press officer in Kyiv for the U.S. Agency for International
Development (USALD).

The Kyiv Press Bureau was served during the report period by
Mr. Woronowycz (September-1996-July 1997 and since
September 1997 to date) and Ms. Lew (July-August 1997). Ira
Zhelezniak is employed as the bureau’s secretary.

Awilda Rolon continues as our typesetter (she’s been with us
for more than 16 years), and Serhiy Polishchuk is our layout
artist and (he has been with
The Weekly for nearly five years now, since early 1993).

Correspondents

In the United States we are grateful to be able to call on Yaro
Bihun to cover d p in and we
ask R. L. Chomiak (editor of The Weekly in 1960-1961) to sub-
mit news stories. We have also used a Svoboda staffer, Serhiy
Myroniuk, to go on assignments for The Weekly; in addition,
Halyna Kolessa of Svoboda contributes articles on occasion.

In Canada our regular correspondents include: Chris Guly in
Ottawa, Oksana Zakydalsky and Nestor Gula in Toronto, and
Orysia Paszczak Tracz in Winnipeg. Mr. Guly and Ms. Tracz also
write columns (respectively, “Canada Courier” and “The Things We
Do,” the latter debuted in August) that appear regularly on our op-ed
page. Others who contribute features and news stories from Canada
include Yuriy Diakunchak, Jeff Picknicki and Marta Dyczok.

News analyses are written by David Marples, Volodymyr
Zviglyanich, Taras Kuzio and Markian Bilynskyj (of the Pylyp
Orlyk Institute funded by the U.S.-Ukraine Foundation). Eugene
Iwanciw, who has been contracted to represent the UNA''s inter-
ests in Washington on a part-time basis, occasionally submits
analyses of U.S. forelgn pOlle issues, as does Roman

yk, writing on devel in Ukraine.

‘We have expanded the number of our columnists dunng the past
year. In addition to the ioned Canadian col were
have Dr. Myron B. Kuropas (“Faces and Places”) and Andrew
Fedynsky (“Perspectives” — inaugurated in February). We have
two sports columnists: Thor Stelmach, who writes primarily about
hockey (“Ukrainian Pro Hockey Update”), and Mr. Wynnyckyj,
who is the author of “Sportsline.” Helen Smindak writes on cultural
matters and the arts in “Dateline New York,” while a music column
is occasionally written by Roman Sawycky (“Sounds and Views™)
and music reviews are penned by Oles Kuzyszyn.

The staffer assigned to the Kyiv Press Burcau checks in with a
column every now and then, as does former staffer Ms.
Kolomayets with her “Letter from Kyiv.” The Ukrainian
National Information Service, which this November marks the
20th anniversary of its founding, contributes news from
Washington, plus a column called “Washington Notebook.”

Among the more notable writers whose bylines have appeared
in The Weekly during the report period are: Stephen Wichar of
Detroit, Olga Stawnychy of Rutherford, N.I., Stefan
Lemieszewski of Vernon, British Columbia, Odarka Figlus of
Denver, Bohdan Hodiak of Miami, Oleh Bula of Orlando, Fla.,
Mark Andryczyk of Philadelphia and Tony Leliw of London.
Photographer Roman Iwasiwka of Accord, N.Y., has on occasion
supplied The Weekly with photo reports and has covered special
assngnments for The Weekly. There have been many, many more

activists and free-1 — too to mention
— who have contributed to The Weekly in one way or another.

Major news stories

News from Ukraine during the last two months of 1996
included reactions in Kyiv to President Bill Clinton’s re-election,
the release of a study by the World Bank that reported wide-
spread poverty in Ukraine, the car accident that killed
Ambassador Viktor Batiuk and the Council of Europe’s rebuke
to Ukraine on its continued i |mplemenlauon of the death penalty.

The news from Ukraine in 1997 included President Leonid
Kuchma’s announcement in February of a war on corruption, the

over taxes on h itarian aid, the resignation of

Prime Minister Pavlo Lazarenko in July and his reappearance on
the scene in October as a major player in the upcoming parliamen-
tary and presidential elections in Ukraine to be held, respectively,
in 1998 and 1999. Also covered were developments regarding for-
eign investment in Ukraine, the budget crisis, the pact on the divi-
sion of the Black Sea Fleet, threats to freedom of the press, and a
UNICEEF report on childhood and motherhood in Ukraine.

In the realm of international relations, there was the signing of
bilateral treaties with Russian, Poland and Romania, as well as
the Charter on a Distinctive Partnership Between NATO and
Ukraine. In addition there were reports on Ukraine’s relationship
with the International Monetary Fund and the Group of Seven,
and an account of the first meeting between officials of the
European Union and Ukraine.

From southern Ukraine we reported on the Sea Breeze ‘97
international military exercises held in August by NATO and its
Partnership for Peace Program, and from the United Nations we
reported on the election in September of Ukraine’s foreign
affairs minister, Hennadii Udovenko, as president of the 52nd
session of the General Assembly.

Of course, we continued to report the continuing ramifications
of the Chornobyl nuclear accident, and we highlighted this year’s
celebrations of Ukrainian Independence Day. Toward the end of
the report period we carried news about Ukraine’s new election
law and the Kyiv meeting of the Kuchma-Gore Commission,
which focused on economic reform.

Among the features published during the report period: the
function of America House in Ukraine, the development of base-
ball in Ukraine (due largely to the efforts of a Ukrainian
American from Bayside, N.Y.), a look at how medical institu-
tions in Ukraine are coping with the rise in thyroid cancers, and
an article revealing that girls from Ukraine are being lured into
prostitution in foreign lands. Special series published in The
Weekly during the report period included a look at Ukraine’s
court system and, most recently, “Doing Business in Ukraine.”

In terms of U.S.-Ukraine relations, The Weekly continually
reported on the fate of the foreign aid bill before the U.S.
Congress, and the controversy surrounding charges of wide-
spread corruption in Ukraine; the confirmations of Secretary of
State Madeleine Albnght and Secretary of Defense William
Cohen, the establi in June of the Cong 1 Ukrainian
Caucus and the August visit to Kyiv of one of Ukraine’s biggest
supporters in the U.S. Congress, Sen. Mitch McConnell. Other
stories highlighted the U.S. State Department’s annual report on
human rights, the first Open Skies flight of a Ukrainian airplane
over U.S. territory, and the nominations of, first, an ambassador
at large to the newly independent states (Stephen Sestanovich)
and, later, a new U.S. ambassador to Ukraine (Steven Pifer).

The Weekly was on the scene at the United Nations when
Vice-President Al Gore and President Kuchma met on June 23
during the General Assembly’s special session called “Earth
Summit +5,” and we gave our readers a heads-up on the
November mission of the U.S. space shuttle that will take an
astronaut from Ukraine on a 16-day mission during which the
Collaborative Ukrainian Experiments will be conducted.

As far as our diaspora is concerned, articles from our Toronto
bureau covered the Ukrainian World Congress, including a
report late last year about the reduction of its massive debt and
this year a story about a conference pondering that world body’s
future; while our Kyiv Press Bureau covered the second World
Fornm. of ITkrainians held in Aueust and the work of the
Ukrainian World Coordinating Council. In between, there were
news reports on the work of the World Federation of Ukrainian
‘Women'’s Organizations, particularly its work with UNICEF, the
life of Ukrainians in Poland and Russia, and the activity of pro-
fessionals and businesspersons in Australia.

In community news, notable stories included President Clinton
receiving the Shevchenko Freedom Award presented by the
Ukrainian Congress Committee of America and the presence of
Secretary of State Albright at the UCCA convention, as well as the
establishment of the Ukrainian-American Military Association.
There were reports on the work of the Ukrainian Institute of
America, The Ukrainian Museum (both in New York), the
Ukrainian Museum-Archives (Cleveland), the Children of
Chornobyl Relief Fund, the Ukrainian American Bar Association,
the Ukrainian Medical Association of North America, the
Ukrainian American Veterans and other organizations

From Canada there was news about redress for the wartime
internment of Ukrainian Canadians, discussions about the future
of multiculturalism, relief for flood victims in Manitoba, recog-
nition for a Ukrainian recipient of the Victoria Cross and a
restructuring of the committee that runs Canada’s National
Ukrainian Festival in Dauphin, Manitoba, along with numerous
reports about the work of the Ukrainian Canadian Congress.

Also covered on the pages of The Weekly were notable
achievements by our community members, such as the
announcement that a Ukrainian American, Lt. Cmdr. Heidi
Stefanyshyn Piper (U.S. Navy) of Minnesota, had been chosen to
participate in the NASA Space Training Program.

We tried to refocus on our communities here, via editorials
that asked us all to take a look inward and consider how we can
help our communities better serve our needs, coverage of confer-
ences that discussed the future of our community (e.g., The
Ukrainian Canadlan Professional and Business Federation’s
Augusl which di: d the di of the commu-
nity in the 21st century, and The Washington Group’s October
1997 Leadership Conference, whose topic insisted “We Can Do
Better” in terms of our Ukrainian American activity). We tried to
spotlight our communities through various features, such as spe-
cial graduation pages featuring students of our parochial schools
in Newark, N.J., Hamtramck, Mich., and Parma, Ohio, as well as
Ukrainian studies schools in S , N.Y., and Ed to

Assembly we published the texts of the resolutions and recom-
mendations adopted by that body.

I should note here that The Ukrainian Weekly’s and
Svoboda’s editors-in-chief are no longer invited to attend meet-
ings of the UNA Executive Comnmittee, as had been the practice
in the past. We used to attend these meetings so that we could
prepare news stories about them for publication in our two news-
papers — both official publications of the UNA. However, the
March 3, 1997, meeting was the last one the editors attended.
After that meeting the news report I wrote was rather heavily
censored by UNA executive officers, therefore, I put no byline
on the story. The executives did not wish to include discussion of
the fate of the Svoboda daily and the print shop in that news
report. The next Executive Committce meeting was held on June
2, and the editors were not notified that it would be held. I hap-
pened to walk in on that meeting because I had a question to our
secretary and president about the story that was to be run in The
Weekly concerning the suspension of UNA dividends for 1997.
When 1 realized that it was a meeting of the entire Executive
Committee, I asked if T was supposed to be there (as had always
been the case). The president answered simply, “No.”

No explanation was given me at that time to explain why pro-
cedure had been changed. Several months later I finally learned
from our president that the executives had decided to no longer
invite the UNA press because, as she put it, Svoboda always
published reports about the meetings with great delay. I will not
comment further on this matter. However, I would like to add
that the news report of the June 2 meeting was written by the
UNA secretary and that fact was indicated at the end of the story.

Other UNA topics covered in The Weekly during the report
period were the “English Teachers for Ukraine” program, merger
negotiations with the Ukrainian Fraternal Association and the
Ukrainian National Aid A iation, the annual conf of

We continue to suffer the effects of the 200 percent subscrip-
tion fee increase enacted in May 1995 and the number of sub-
scribers now stands at 7,777. We believe the decrease in sub-
scribers has leveled off by now, but we must also point out the
following: no serious efforts are made to entice subscribers; our
marketing today is not done in any systematic fashion; no one
has been hired to take on the full-time responsibility of market-
ing our publications. This, of course, cannot help but call into
question the UNA’s commitment to its publications. The Weekly
editorial staff does what it can to promote the paper, but what we
really need at this time is a good marketing plan and the person-
nel to carry it out. Weekly staffers have on several occasions pre-
pared ideas for a marketing plan , but we alone cannot be respon-
sible for carrying it out, as this requires a full-time commitment.
We simply cannot afford to continue waiting for our circulation
losses to slow down. We must 1mplemenl an aggressive marketing
program to win back the subscribers we’ve lost and to gain new
readers. With the UNA’s renewed commitment to its papers and a
strong marketing program, I firmly believe we can grow beyond
the 10,500 subscribers we had at our peak at the time of the 1994
UNA convention. We need to offer special discounts, gift sub-
scriptions, etc., and we need to reach members of the UNA who
have never received our publications — and there are many of
these. In Canada we have yet to tap into a huge market of readers
and have not devised a marketing plan targeted for that country.
Our paper’s newsstand price now stands at $1.25 ($2 in
Ukraine). Since the major reason for the subscription price
increase of May 1995 was postage, newsstand buyers shouldn’t
have to pay so much more. Thus, it appears that a price rollback
for newsstand sales is justified. The Weekly is now found only
on stands in New York, Toronto, Winnipeg and Kyiv; we should
look into increasing newsstand sales in other cities where there

the UNA Seniors Association, the establishment of the
Convention Committee for the 1998 UNA Convention in
Toronto, the annual Fathers’ Day celebrations at Soyuzivka, the
selection of Miss Soyuzivka 1998, and the testimonial to
Svoboda held in Philadelphia.

There was news also about the deaths of longtime UNA advi-
sor and Soyuzivka manger Walter Kwas, and Vice-Presidentess
Mary Anne Herman, the release of Dr. Myron B. Kuropas’ new
history of the UNA titled “Ukrainian American Citadel,” and. of
course, the sale and purchase of UNA head, ters bt
The Jersey City headquarlers building was fondly remembered
with an editorial and centerfold in our October 19, 1997, issue.

The UNA page in The Weekly, called “Ukrainian National
Association Forum,” was published at least once every two
weeks, featuring news from the Home Office, districts and
branches, “Young UNA’ers” and organizing reports, plus
columns on mortgages by Stephan Welhasch and insurance by
Joseph Binczak. There were several editorials on the UNA and
its activities. Many news stories, illustrated by photographs, and
an editorial were devoted to Soyuzivka.

Special issues

“A Ukrainian Summer” was the title of our special supple-
ment, published as an eight-page pullout section on May 4, 1997.
The supplement was extremely popular, and we received many
requests for extra copies. We plan to do another summer issue
next year, and we fully expect that one will be even more suc-
cessIUl NOW nat readers, aQVErusers and COmINUNily 1eaders
know what we are looking for when we solicit submissions.

1 feel compelled to restate several suggestions from last year’s
report.

pThe first is my perennial suggestion that The Ukrainian
Weekly should be indexed, at least beginning with 1976, when
the paper became a 16-page tabloid significantly different from
its sister publication, Svoboda. This would be an invaluable ser-
vice to researchers.

The second refers to one of our most pressing needs: that bud-
geting and accounting of the UNA’s Svoboda Press (as its publi-
cations, print shop and bookstore are collectively called) be han-
dled separately for each entity. Only then will we know the real
figures for income and expenses, and only then will we be able
to make realistic projections of costs and plan for the future — a
future that I believe continues to include an active role for the
UNA’s publishing operatlons, which are essential to the well-
being of our community.

Finally, I must mention once again that the Svoboda Press still
gets no credit (or payment) for printing jobs it does for the UNA
or any of its subsidiaries (Soyuzivka, the Ukrainian National
Urban Renewal Corp.); and our newspapers get no credit or pay-
ment for all the ads we run for the UNA. It is not fair that we are
not credited for the free advertising given the UNA, because if
this were the case our balance sheet would look much better.

Of course, that idea
fell through because it was not thought out and there were too
many logistical questions left unanswered. To this day, some of
our employees are having a very difficult time commuting, and
this takes its toll on the functioning of the Home Office.

Then there was the problem of poor design of our work space,
which was done without consultation with any of the depart-
ments, or at least department heads. We received a plan drawn
up by someone who had no knowledge (and no sense to ask)
about our work requirements, work flow, etc., and thus could not
be expected to prepare a plan that is even close to meeting our
requirements, not to mention making our jobs easier. Here was

The Weekly in other media

Since July 1995, excerpts of The Weekly’s top stories plus pho-
tographs (in color) have appeared each week in the Current Events
section of Ukraine FAQ Plus. These excerpts are very popular
with Internet users and we have gotten many queries about the
paper as a result of our presence in cyberspace. (The address is

name but a few. We introduced a new section for news from
local communities, “Community Chronicle,” which includes
photos with captions and news items in a brief, readable format.

Milestones covered included the 20th anniversary of the
Canadian Institute of Ukrainian Studies and the 20th anniversary
of the Ukrainian Helsinki Group, both marked late last year, as
well as the 50th anniversary of Akcja Wisla, the Polish govern-
ment’s 1947 forcible resettlement of Ukrainians from their
ancestral lands in eastern Poland to other parts of the country.

There were stories on still other topics, from sports to the
world of academia, from culture to Church affairs. Church issues
covered during the report period included talk of the reunifica-
tion of Orthodox Churches in Ukraine, the funeral of Ukrainian
Catholic Archbishop Volodymyr Sterniuk, the death of Baptist
leader the Rev. Olexa Harbuziuk, the seizure by Russian authori-
ties of the Noginsk complex of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church

The UNA in The Weekly

The Ukrainian National Association received much coverage
on the pages of The Ukrainian Weekly as we carried stories
about the meetings of our General Assembly (November 1997),
the Executive Committee (November 1996, March and June
1997), the UNA Auditing Committee’s reviews of UNA opera-
tions (November 1996 and May 1997) and the annual delibera-
tions of the UNA Scholarship Committee (July 1997). Soon after

The Weekly continues to be included in the CD-ROM and
online database called Ethnic NewsWatch. During the report period
we received royalty checks for $46.15, for 1,118 hits and another
$58.54 for 1,057 hits as a result of our participation in the online
service provided through Nexis/Lexis. Ethnic NewsWatch is mar-
keted at major trade shows, through advertising in trade journals, as
well as through direct mail and direct sales. Among the subscribers
to this service are schools, colleges and public libraries.

The January 1997 issue of the NJEA Review, the official pub-
lication of the New Jersey Education Association, dealt with
teaching about genocide in the state’s elementary and secondary
schools. Noted as a resource that can be used by educators in that
curriculum was The Ukrainian Weekly’s 1983 booklet “The
Great Famine in Ukraine: The Unknown Hol " published

but that opportunity was not pursued.

In addition, there was the problem of not having our new
headquarters set up to function. For example, the computer sys-
tem that handles our newspapers’ address labels still is not work-
ing properly. As a result, the paper has been mailed late for the
past two weeks and the situation still is not resolved.

If we complicate the procedure, as we have up to
now, by requiring that customers pay cash (or check) up front
before we begin a subscription, then there is much more likeli-
hood that we have lost a potential subscriber.
